It also gives clinical training to trainee
students on how to perform restorative and endodontic treatments, fissure sealant and topical fluoride
applications in children. Intern students will learn to make diagnosis and treatment planning according to the
age group of the child patient, to diagnose dental traumas, periodontal diseases, childhood diseases, systemic
diseases and the approaches to be followed in disabled patients.

Course Description

During the clinical training process, trainee students make the necessary examinations and evaluations of a
random patient, make the diagnosis and complete the treatment planning. Then, these processes are re-evaluated
by the faculty members and their assistants. The necessary treatments in accordance with the treatment planning
are carried out by the intern under the supervision of the faculty members and their assistants.
