Additionally, the course aims to develop the ability to make diagnoses and treatment plans
based on the age group of the pediatric patient; to diagnose dental traumas, periodontal diseases, childhood
illnesses, and systemic diseases in children; and to learn the appropriate approaches to be followed in treating
patients with disabilities.
